The MAGICFX® POWERSHOT Il is a special effects machine for safe shooting of
MAGICFX® electric cannons.

Before operation an electric cannon needs to be loaded into the pipe of the
MAGICFX® POWERSHOT II. Two leaf springs hold the cannon in place. The pipe can be
set in an angle. The MAGICFX® POWERSHOT Il is equipped with a connector for the
power cable of the cannon. When the user powers the MAGICFX® POWERSHOT II, a
current is provided to the cannon. This releases the pressurized nitrogen in the bottom
part of the cannon, shooting the load into the air.

The MAGICFX® POWERSHOT Il is equipped with several holes for mounting of the unit
to a stage or to a truss with a fruss clamp and for attaching safety cables.

Furthermore the MAGICFX® POWERSHOT I is suited for simultaneous ignition of multiple
units by creating a power link.
